Please enter the exact weight (height for 07-08, 09-10, 11-12 and 13-14 age division). We might also merge some 

divisions. We will try to avoid divisions with 2, 3 or 4 competitors. 

 

Sparring Times: Up to 14 Years Old 1 bout of 1minute. Junior 1 bout of 1:30 minute. Senior 1 bout of 2 minutes.

The main aim of this tournament is to provide competitors with a great experience and to give them the chance 

to participate in as many bouts as possible. The categories will have as many competitors as possible in order to 

let competitors go through as many bouts as they can. Some changes in the weight divisions can be made in order 

to provide a better experience for everyone and more chances to participate. We will try to avoid divisions with 2, 

3 and 4 competitors. 

 

All competitors must bring their own safety equipment (blue/red).

* Umpires:   We will provide free accommodation to one umpire for two nights if the school/gym has 

10 or more competitors and one more umpire free of charge for every ten more 

competitors. We kindly ask your School/Club to bring at least one umpire for better 

development of the event. A 100€ fine will be applied when the school/club has no 

umpires to officiate.
